Gregory Revell married Elizabeth 
Barber in 1547.  Identified in

Probably buried Bradfield  March 
23rd 1588.  Connected to the 
Beighton family and hence 

possibly the Derbyshire Revells

Robert Revell of Brampton 
extant 1544 identified as 
second son of a Thomas 
Revell, probably born not 
later than ca 1524.   Also 
identified in documents 

dated 1547.  Married before 
1559 and possibly father of 

three daughters and two 
sons baptised Bradfield in 

the period 1559 to 1570.   
Possibly buried July 29th 

1597 

 Richard Revell of  
Brampton is poorly 

documented.    Must have 
died before 1556 because 
not mentioned in father's 
will.  Possibly mentioned 
in the Sheffield Manorial 

Records 1526 to 1546.  

William Revell of 
Bradfield probably 
born not later than

The will of William Revell of Nether 
Bradfield dated 1600 refers to wife Alice, a 

Rowland Revell and a Radolphe Revell, 
presumably sons

Baptisms of the fathers not found in Bradfield registers so either baptised elsewhere or prior to 1559

The records for John Revell are confusing.  A John Revell married a 
Jenet Hawksworthe June 8th 1562 and Genet wife of John Revell was 

buried April 15th 1563 

Overlap of baptisms indicates that there 
must have been two William Revells

A John Revell married a Genet Hauksworthe June 11th 1564

One of them is probably John Revell of Smallfield extant at least in the 
period 1557 to 1591 (married Elizabethe Eyre of Grainfoot).  His sister 
Jane married William Ibbotson on April 30th 1559.  (Sheffield Manor 
records).  John's daughter Denyse married Henry Shaw January 31st 

1591 / 2.  Denyse's baptism not located at Bradfield but could be 
before 1559.  Dinis, wife of Henry Shawe, was buried Bradfield August 
10th 1630.  John Revell of Smallfield named in the will of sister Agnes 
(1595), the will of  Rowland of Brinsworth (1599) and probably in will of 

William of Brinsworth (1560)

It is probably one of these Williams who 
along with  Nicholas Morton and Elizabeth 
his wife are the deforciants with regard to 

property in Bradfield in 1559

It was probably one of these John Revells who lived Onesaker (Ones 
Acre, Bradfield) and had a sister Margaret (who married Nicholas 

Stead (Steyde) before 1559) extant 1573 and who was connected to a 
Gregory Revell (Sheffield Manor records)

Rychard Revell of Bradfield 
probably born not later than ca 

1562 had four sons and five 
daughters baptised Bradfield in 

the period 1582 to 1597.  Richard 
probably son of Gregory

Rowland Revell probably 
born before 1559 and not 

later than ca 1566 had one 
son and one daughter 

baptised at Bradfield in the 
period 1586 to 1589.  

Rowland possibly son of 
Gregory, but a Rowland 
also named in the will of 

William of Nether Bradfield 
dated 1600

Raphe Revell probably 
born before 1559 and not 

later than ca 1571 had 
three daughters and one 
son baptised at Bradfield 

in the period 1591 to 1600. 
Raph Revell buried 

Bradfield July 27th  1624.  
A Radolphe Revell is 
named in the will of 

William of Nether Bradfield 
dated 1600

Elyzabeth Revell, 
buryed 25 Apr 1569

John Revell, 
buryed 28 Apr 

1566
