Edwarde Revell baptised 
Bradfield January 2nd 
1612 / 3.   The will of 

Edward son of William 
dated 1631 refers to his 

mother Margaret and 
married sister Frances 

Greaves  

Ann Revell baptised 
Bradfield November 15th 

1609

It seems very likely that ther are connections from here to 
the Revells of Brampton and Whiston. See Table 5e

Ellin Revell extant 1544.  
Named Phillip Morton's 

will 1550 and father's will 
1556.  Probably married 

Edward Greaves

Dorothy Revell who married 
Richard Spoyne before 1556. 

Named in father's will in 
1556

Robert Revell extant 1544 identified as second son of a Thomas Revell, 
probably born not later than ca  1524.   Also identified in documents dated 
1547.  Described as of Brampton-en-le-Morthern in Pedigree 171.  Married 
before 1559, possibly Agnes who was buried Bradfield May 16th 1603. On 

September 23rd 1589 surrendered Ricardfeild to son Robert, and son William 
by default (SMR page 204).  Possibly buried July 29th 1597  

Thomas Revell, brother of 
Richard.  Described as lately 

of Sheffield in 1494 ?

John Revell younger 
brother of Richard

Richard Revell probably born not 
later than ca 1455.  Probably 

deceased in 1494 when named as 
father of Thomas in Sheffield 

Manor records

Rickardfield (Ricardfeild) in Dungworth lies on the precipitous east 
bank of Ughill brook, where it now runs into and forms part of 

Damflask reservoir.  On the top of the bank, now known as Rickett 
Bank, stands the old Homestead called Rickett Field.  In Liber Finium 
a plot of land in Dungworth described as Ricardfield, is referred to in 

an extract from the Court Roll of 14 Edward III (1340)

Anne Revell baptised 
Bradfield May 19th 1559 
presumably died young

Agnes Revll who married William 
Burroughs (Burrows) before 

1556.  Named in father's will 1556

Anne Revell baptised 
Bradfield November 6th 1622. 

Probably married John 
Ibbotson 1658

Elizabeth Revell baptised 
Bradfield October 19th 1600

Roland Revell baptised Bradfield 
September 8th 1602 probably 

belongs to this family.  Servant 
to Mr Lister, attorney at York ?

William Revell baptised Bradfield 
September 18th 1597

Edward baptised December 27th 
1628.  Described as Edward of 
Ricketefeild in the will of John 

Revell, Notarie, dated 1671

William Revell second son baptised Bradfield February 27th 1563 / 4.  Record 
at Bradfield of marriage to Joan (Johan) Revell at Edynsor (Chatsworth) on 

July 12th 1592.   Half messuage in Dongworth surrendered by Nicholas 
Whiteley and his wife Margaret (formerly Eyre née Slatter) to William Revell and 

Joan on April 28th 1603.  William of Ricardfeild was buried July 5th 1630.  
‘Johan, wyfe of William Revell, buryed 11 Oct 1606’.  His widow Margaret 

referred to in 1631 (SMR page 203) and in son Edwarde's will.  William spoken 
of by a Rowland Revell who married Agnes Vesey at Rotherham in 1590 but 

relationship unknown.  See also Table 5h

Alice Revell extant 1544.  
Named Phillip Morton's 

will 1550 and father's will 
1556.  Married Robert 
Hunter at Rotherham 

February 4th 1559 / 60?

Thomas Revell third son 
identified in Sheffield Manor 

records baptised Bradfield April 
22nd 1565

Anne Revell baptised 
Bradfield June 7th 1568.  
Possibly married William 

Greene at Bradfield 
September 19th 1587

Betrice Revell baptised 
Bradfield April 23rd 1570. 
Possibly married Ralph 

Greaves at Bradfield 
Augsut 27th 1593
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
