Gregory Revell married Elizabeth Barber
in 1547. Thought aka George. ldentified
in documents dated 1566. Gregory
married second an Alice before 1580.
Gregory buried Bradfield March 23rd 158
/9. Connected to the Beighton family and
hence possibly the Derbyshire Revells

Residents of Stannington normally baptised
Ecclesfield. Marriages available from 1558
but baptisms only from 1599. No Revell
marriages found prior to 1594. Likewise not
found in Bradfield records available from
1559. Family known to be staunch catholic
so possibly not recorded

Bradfield parish records
indicate there were two
Richard Revells extant at
this period (nine children
baptised 1582 to 1597) but
neither is shown with a son
Rowland

It is now known from the will of
Thomas Revell who died 1556 that
the Elizabeth who married John
Beighton of Hill Top, Bradfield was
Thomas's daughter, not Gregory's.
John Beighton's niece Margaret
married first Harris who died 1577
and second John Revell of Ogston
See Part 4 and Table 4a

Richard Revell. Possibly the Richard who
witnessed the 1588 Bond - see brother
Rowland. Named in his father's will dated
1588. Married Margaret Revell at
Bradfield October 29th 1581. Described
as of Stannington in 1604 and 1615. Did
he marry twice?

Rowland Revell son of Gregory
late of Stannington identified in
his father's will and in a Bond
dated 1588. Known as
Rowland of Cold Aston /
Dronfield. Possibly married
Grace Royce (Roose, Rose)
Grace at Sheffield on June 27th
1585

Dorothy described as a daughter of Gregory ing
notes to Sheffield Manor records. Dorithie
Revell married Francis Pole

Ellen Revell described in her
father's will as a natural
daughter. Probably married
Edward Barber at Bradfield on
November 21st 1575

A Thomas Revell son of Gregory
buried Bradfield February 22nd
1575 possibly belongs to this
family
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Gregory Revell.

Elizabeth Revell baptised Bradfield April 25th
1589, married John Bright at Dronfield January|

William Revell baptised Dronfield July 7th
1594. Probably married Isabella Bilcliffe
of Castleton, Yorkshire, October 17th
1619. Described as of Aston in his Will
dated 1653 refers to daughters Elizabeth,

Ann Revell baptised

Michael, William and Lionell Revell, and Martha and Richard
Hunlocke
