William Revell of Brinsworth in his will dated 1560 refers to a son
Rolande and a son John (not necessarilly John Revell of Smalfeild)

Roland Revell of Brinsworth in his
will dated 1599 refers to a John Revellff
of Smallfeild but does not state his
relationship. This Roland who
probably married Margaret Sykes at
Rotherham August 4th 1560. In his
will (1599) Rowland refers to wife
Margaret, daughter Elizabeth, Richard
Revell of Stannington (presumably
son of Gregory), and a John Revell of
Smalfield

John Revell of Smallfield extant at least in the period 1557 to 1591
(married Elizabethe Eyre of Grainfoot). His sister Jane married
William Ibbotson on April 30th 1559. (Sheffield Manor records).

John's daughter Denyse married Henry Shaw January 31st 1591/ 2.

Denyse's baptism not located at Bradfield but could be before 1559.

Dinis, wife of Henry Shawe, was buried Bradfield August 10th 1630.

John Revell of Smallfield named in the will of sister Agnes (1595), thef

will of Rowland of Brinsworth (1599) and probably in will of William
of Brinsworth (1560)

Agnes Revell in her will dated 1595
mentions brother John Revell of
Smalfeild

Jane Revell married William Ibbotson at
Bradfield on April 30th 1559

Denyse, presumably
baptised before 1559,
married Henry Shawe
Henry Shawe on January
31st 1591/ 2. Dinis, wife
of Henry Shawe, was
buried Bradfield August
10th 1630

Ann Revell baptised October 22nd
1560. Married William Green at
Bradfield September 19th 1587.

Named in father's will 1620

Helen (Ellen) Revell baptised September 26th 1563. Married Richard
Rodgers at Sheffield June 22nd 1589. Named in father's will dated
1620

John's will refers to son-in-law Walter
Hurst. There is a burial record for an
Elizabeth wife of Walter Hurst at
Bradfield dated August 12th 1637.
This is presumably Elyzabeth Revell,
father John, baptised Bradfield
October 28th 1565

Johan (Joan, Jane) baptised Bradfield May
20th 1567. Married William Revell at
Edynsor? Or Bradfield on July 12th 1592.
Johan described as deceased in her father's
1620 will that also refers to brother-in-law
William revell and William's son Thomas.
‘Johan, wyfe of William Revell, buryed 11 Oct
1606’. See also Table 5¢
