A John Revell, who was probably at Boroghbridge in 1332, and his son Philip both of Llanfilo in 1337. Might they descend from
either Thomas, Roger or Simon?

It is well documented that a Sir John Revell married Joan Deincourt and they are recorded in Nottinghamshire in the period 1354 to
1357. There is uncertainty about John's identity. Gladwyn Turbutt favours Sir John senior son of Hugh (who apparently died 1347
when his wife Elizabeth was described a widow) and describes this as John's second marriage but Joan's first. Others suggest
Joan Deincourt married second Sir John Revell junior. Joan's DoB is estimated in the range 1311 to 1325 and the marriage to John
Revell as post 1353.

Are there any descendents of John Revell and Joan Deincourt ? Gladwyn Turbutt says not, and suggests that either John or Joan
willed the Derbyshire property to an unknown Revell relative

Thomas of Higham, probably born not later than ca 1430, head
of the branches at Ogston, Carnfield and Morton.

John Revell married Joan. Johannes Revell resident Earl Street,
Coventry, 1424 to 1430 and extant 1431.

held property at Bukkeby and Derby. Joan Belgrave, inherited the
property in Derby. There is evidence for a Johannes Revell resident Earljj
Street, of age and paying tax in 1434 (but not in 1430) and thus probably
born in the period 1415 to 1420 and possibly a son of John and Joan
